During blizzards or heavy snowfalls, the highways and roads between the city center and the School may become blocked, making it
impossible for vehicles to reach the School campus. On such days, the Principal will announce a “Snow Day”. School will be
cancelled that day and the School Board may choose to make up the day at a later point in the year.

On occasion, the weather may turn bad during the School day. At that time, the Principal will announce an “Early Finish” to ensure
that the students make it home safely.
