The term “network” refers to the complete collection of hardware and software including servers,
network wiring and connections, computer workstations, printers, installed software and
applications, devices connected to the network (such as iPads or Smartphones) and related
hardware items such as scanners and cameras. It also includes the SYIS Online Learning Portal
accessed at http://syischina.edu20.org/site. The network is designed to be used for educational
purposes including classroom activities, professional and career development.
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“User” is defined as anyone using internet. Current students, current employees and guests (as
approved by the principal) are authorized users of the SYIS network. Use of the SYIS network is a
privilege and not a right.

Don’t give out personal information
about another person and ask permission before posting pictures of someone else online.

Keep your e-mail and online learning portal account secure. Don’t tell anyone else your password.
If someone finds out your password, you should change your password.
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Observe good “netiquette.” Act on the network/Internet the same way you would in person. Don’t
write something in an e-mail or online message that you would not say to a person face to face. Use
polite and appropriate language. Don’t write messages in all capital letters; IT LOOKS LIKE YOU
ARE SHOUTING!

Remember that information you find on the Internet may or may not be up-to-date or accurate.
Almost anyone can publish anything they like on the Internet.
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Pay attention to messages about the copyright on information and pictures that you find on the
Internet. Do your best to respect the copyright of materials found online. Also cite the source of the
information you have if you are including it in your own work.

Do your best to care for the computer equipment. Do not take food or drink into the computer labs.
